Word Workout

Vocabulary: citizen, respect -Discuss ways your child can show
good citizenship and respect for others at school and in the
community.

My Words to Know

High-Frequency Words: play, has - Write the words play and has
on paper. Then have your child write each word. Think of
sentences about good citizens that include each word. Write down
the sentences on paper.

Category Words: farm animals -During the week, your child will
read about farm animals. Reinforce farm animal names by singing
Old MacDonald Had a Farm.

Phonics: long i -Use magnetic letters to build words with the long i
sound, or you can use pencil and paper to do the activity.

Comprehension: Events/Cause and Effect

Guide your child in circling pictures that show what happens when
people are good citizens.

Science Phenomenon

The anchoring phenomenon for this
week is how clouds are made. The
students will learn that weather is the
condition of the atmosphere at a given
time. They will learn about different
types of weather, such as wind, snow,
and rain, as well as how weather maps
and weather symbols show the
weather. This will help them to make
sense of the phenomenon.

Social Studies

This week, students will learn the
difference between needs and wants.
They will understand that humans have
basic needs that include food, clothing,
and shelter.
