Vocabulary: safe, prepare -Make a list and gather materials for a
weather supply kit. Include items such as a first aid kit, canned
food, and a battery-operated radio.

My Words to Know

High-Frequency Words: my, are, he, with, is, little, she, was -Have
your child think of sentences using the review words. Write the
sentences on paper, and then read them together.

Category Words: question words- Look for pictures of severe
weather in a newspaper, or a magazine, or online. Ask your child
questions about each picture.

Phonics: h, e, f, r, b, |, k, ck, I-blends (bl, cl, fl, sl) Play "I Spy,"
having your child guess the names of objects that have the letters
h, e, f,r, b, I, c, ck, or the I-blends (bl, cl, fl, sl).

Comprehension: Plot: Events/Sequence

Read a story about a rainy day. Help your child identify words in
the story that tell about the order of events. Have your child draw a
picture of what happens in the beginning, middle, and end of the
story.
